LATE WORK


In alignment with VPCPS Policy 6-72, when accepting late work teachers shall exercise informed judgment to determine consequences and adjust deadlines when appropriate. The following shall be taken into account: 


Purpose of the particular assignment


Timeliness of the assignment as it relates to the current instruction


Individual circumstances





An opportunity will be afforded to the student to complete a missed assignment or an alternate assignment.  If attempts to obtain the assignment are unsuccessful, an Administrative Academic Detention (held after school) may be assigned.
