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Elastic clause – Article I Section 8 – gives Congress the power to “stretch the delegated powers in the Constitution

Implied powers – powers not specifically granted in the US Constitution; powers granted under the elastic clause

Treason – crime or action against a country; ex: selling military secrets to another country

Impeachment – procedure of charging a public officer with a crime; accusation in the House, trial in the Senate

Ex post facto laws – “after the fact”; a law that applies to an action that occurred before the law was passed

Bill of attainder – a law that sentences a person to prison without a trial; our Constitution does not allow this

Writ of habeas corpus – requires an accused person be brought to court to determine if there is evidence to hold a person in jail
Constituents – people in a representative home district or state
